At the last Directors' meeting we were spoken to
by John MacKenzie of Knox Vicars McLean Ltd. Insurance Brokers
who outlined what his company could offer to our members.

This follows direct application to Lloyd's of London for the
VEAE.

We are able to get Public Liability and Property
Damage coverage, full Comprehensive coverage based on the
value which we assess to our cars, and Collision coverage
again based on this value. We feel that the rates are very
good but what is most important is that we are able to assess
our own valuation on our cars (within reason) and that we are
able to buy Collision protection. Both of these types are
oftentimes not provided at all by many insurance firms.
Annual rates have been indicated but of course are subject to
change depending on circumstances.
