GENERAL REGULATIONS:

1. All eligible cars are divided into two major categories
a) sports cars

b) touring cars

2. Each category is divided into three classes according to
engine displacement
T. up to 1650 cc.
IT. 1651 to 2700 cc.
ITT. 2701 and larger

3. In order for points to be allotted in a class, that class
must have at least three participants, for the particular
event. If the class has less than 3 participants for the

event, thev will be grouped with another class.

4. Point distribution for each class will be on the 10, 9,

8, etc. basis with the winner being awarded 10 points.
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On top of the points awa: ded in the classes, all parti-
cipating rernkers at the rarticular event will be awarded

5 points for their appea: ance.

These above mentionned classes apply only to the following
events: Gymkhana, Slalom, Hill Climb, Circuit Racing,
and other events at the discretion of the competitions

director.

There are no classes for tours. All participating members

will be awarded 5 points.

There are no classes for Rallyes; Treasure Hunt and Concours
D'Elegance. All participating membere will ke awarded

5 points. On top of the 5 points, the competitors, driver
and navigator,will each be awarded points on the 10, 9,

8, etc. basis according to their overall standing in the
Rallye and Treasure Hunt. In the Concours points will

also be awarded on the 10, 9, 8, etc. basis.

The VEAE championship will be awarded to the member accu-

mulating the largest number of points in the year.

For any event any member may enter more than one automobile.
However, where points are awarded, other than the 5 appear-
ance points, the member must notify the event's organizer

before the event which car he has chosen to be eligiblie.
